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Agreement on international cooperation in the field of science and education

Noncommercial partnership "Educational consortium '"Central Russian University", hereinafter —
NP "OKSU" (member organizations are presented in Annex 1 to this agreement) in the person of
President Andrey Panarin on the one hand and the University of Lundun in the person of Rector Xu
Erzhong on the other hand, together referred to as the "Parties" have concluded this Agreement on
international cooperation in the field of science and education (hereinafter — the Agreement).

1. Subject of Agreement

1.1. The parties intend to implement on a permanent basis the following areas of cooperation in the field
of science, education and academic mobility:

- joint exchange of specialists and teaching staff for short-term lectures and research activity;

- joint exchange of students and trainees in order to improve their professional skills in different
professional areas;

- joint participation in international scientific and educational projects, conferences, congresses, seminars
and other academic events organized by the Parties;

- joint publications of scientific and pedagogical articles;

- promoting development and strengthening of Russian-Chinese relations in the field of education and
science.

1.2. The list of areas of joint activity is not exhaustive and does not exclude other areas and forms of
cooperation that may be proposed for discussion by the initiative of the Parties.

2. Terms of cooperation

2.1 The terms of cooperation for each specific activity, carried out in accordance with this Agreement,
should be discussed and coordinated in writing by both Parties prior to the beginning of realisation of this
activity.

2.2. For the implementation of specific projects, the Parties have the right to sign additional agreements,
which will provide legal and financial conditions for the implementation of cooperation.

2.3. The parties undertake to make and coordinate the specific plans for the implementation of the areas
of cooperation, and to appoint coordinators of this Agreement and, if necessary, coordinators of specific
projects.

3. Term of agreement
3.1 This agreement enters into force upon signature by both Parties.

3.2. The agreement is valid for five (5) years, with its automatic prolongation for the next five (5) years, if
neither Party has notified the other party of the termination of its obligations under this agreement, six(6)
months prior to the expiration of the agreement.

3.3.In case of total or partial failure of the Agreement, both Parties guarantee the completion of joint
projects and cooperation programs acted on the date of failure of the Agreement.



4. Final provision
4.1. The agreement may be amended by mutual written consent of both Parties.

4.2. This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Russian Federation and the People's Republic of
China. i

4.3. This Agreement is signed in 6 copies: 2 in Russian, 2 in English and 2 in Chinese, where all copies
have the equal legal force.
